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Extract from a Tablet of ‘Abdu’l‑Bahá

This is what is worthy of the Bahá’ís: that they be infinitely kind to one another and ready to lay
down their lives for each other. For service to the loved ones of God is servitude to His threshold,
and consideration shown to the friends is one of the hallmarks of the beloved of the All-Merciful.
God, in the loftiness and sublimity of His Lordship, is exalted above and completely independent
of all things. The servitude of God’s servants, however, is acceptable and pleasing in His sight.
Praised be God that ye have attained thereunto. The recompense for this praiseworthy deed and
laudable effort is with Him Who is the Almighty, the Ever-Forgiving. And this recompense
consisteth of heavenly confirmation, of divine assistance and gracious favour.
